Catholic Social Teachings are foundational to our Catholic 
faith. With roots in the Hebrew prophets, they are founded 
on the life and words of Jesus Christ. The following de-
scribes the fifth of seven themes in Catholic Social Teaching. 
 
The Dignity of Work and the Rights of Workers 
The economy must serve people, not the other way 
around. Work is more than a way to make a living; it is a 
form of continuing participation in God's creation. If the 
dignity of work is to be protected, the basic rights of work-
ers must be respected—the right to productive work, to 
decent and fair wages, to the organization and joining of 
unions, to private property and to economic initiative. Our 
faith calls us to demand justice for all workers and a just 
economy that serves the life and dignity of all. Likewise, our 
work contributes to the good life of our brothers and sis-
ters.
