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The Heart of the Parish 
 
Reason number 8 of my Top Ten Reasons to Love the Parish of St. Edward the Confessor 
and San Felipe de Jesús refers to the Source and Summit of Christian Life: The Eucharist is the 
heart of the parish.  Although this truth is indirectly contained in Reason 3 (We have excellent 
liturgy), it deserves specific mention on its own since the Eucharist is the heart of our parish 
even when liturgy is not going on.  Three times a month we have extended periods of 
Eucharistic Adoration: the Eucharist is exposed in the parish church on the first and third 
Monday of each month, for 24 hours; and in San Felipe de Jesús chapel on the first Friday of 
each month, from 8:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. 
 
In addition to these times, people are frequently found in prayer in front of the tabernacle 
which contains the Eucharist.  It is clear that our people have strong faith in the Eucharist.  I 
experienced this personally on the Solemnity of the Body and Blood of the Lord; I preached 
on the Real Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist, and people actually applauded my homily at the 9:00 Mass.  
Afterwards, a great number of people thanked me for my words.  It was clear that all this appreciation was not 
directed specifically towards me, but rather towards the Eucharist. 
 
May our parish always treasure the Real Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist as the Source and Summit of our lives.
