Seminarian Education 
Our priests provide the sacramental life for the faithful and  
pastoral support to all Catholics in the Diocese of Orange.   
The Pastoral Service Appeal funds seminarian education for 38 
men aspiring for the priesthood in seven seminaries for the  
Diocese of Orange.  Seminarian Brandon Dang, visited St. Ed-
ward on Feb. 23 to talk about his experience as a seminarian.  
On June 7, 2014 three priests, Rev. .John Duy Nguyen, Rev. 
Charles Tran and Rev. William Goldin, were ordained to the 
diocesan priesthood.  They represents the cultural diversity  
and the multicultural ministry that are the hallmarks of the  
Diocese of Orange.  
 
Since its founding in 1976 with around 330,000 Catholics, the 
Diocese has enjoyed sustained growth, expanding to more than 
1.2 million Catholics today. With this growth has come an in-
creased need for not only infrastructure but for priests to care 
for the spiritual needs of our growing community of faith. These 
three new priests join more than 180 other Diocesan priests 
that serve the needs of the 62 parishes and Catholic centers 
throughout Orange County.
