“A thriving prayer life is possible when we are quiet enough to hear God speak.”

Just like adults, young teens need time away from their hectic, everyday schedules to |
reflect on their relationship with God. In October, NET Ministries - a group of young -
Catholics ages 18-28 who have dedicated nine months to serve on a National
Evangelization Team - conducted retreats with our sixth, seventh and eighth grade
classes to help them grow closer to Him.
