    I completed two years of Pre-Theology studies and four years of Theology 
studies which included a pastoral internship at St. Irenaeus Church in Cypress.  On June 25, 2016, I was or-
dained as a transitional deacon for the Diocese of Orange by Bishop Kevin Vann. Through the Grace of God 
and the guidance of my spiritual director and seminary formators, I graduated from St. John’s Seminary in Cam-
arillo with a Master’s Degree in Divinity and was blessed to have been ordained a priest for the Diocese of Or-
ange by Bishop Vann on June 10, 2017 at St. Columban Catholic Church. 
   
I thank you in advance for your patience with me as I learn how to be a priest and I look forward to meeting 
each and every one of you in the coming weeks. Through the intercession of Our Lady of the Assumption and 
St. Edward the Confessor, may the Lord Jesus continue to bless you and your families!
