8th Grade Studies Classic Literature Through Cross 

Curricular Activities 
Each Fall, our eighth grade studies Alice’s Adventures in 
Wonderland – not just in English Language Arts, but in several 
other classes resulting in a much deeper understanding of the 
novel. Some of the activities include: 
 Felt-Making: In STEM lab, the students experience the 

chemistry behind felt-making – and learn about the effects 
of mercury poisoning on hat makers and why the Mad 
Hatter was “mad.” 

 Painting the Roses: Students paint beautiful roses in art – 
similar to how the cards did in the novel. 

 Dying Flowers: In STEM lab, the students study capilary 
action by observing the effects of colored water on 
flowers.

For 
instance, the PE team will teach the students how to play 
croquet, while the STEM teacher helps them understand the 
science behind tea. And since the author Lewis Carroll was a 
mathemetician, there will also be a logic station where 
learners will work together to master mind-bending 
challenges.
