What is left to do: 
 
The baptismal font should be completed within a 
week. Vent covers will arrive this week. The glass 
for the reredos has been delivered and is expected 
to be installed in the middle of April. As anticipated, 
the tabernacle and processional cross will be finished 
in June. 
 
City and Federal Code require us to make the 
following changes and/or improvements with-
in the next six months: 
 
The railing above the choir loft will need to be 
brought up to code . This will require us to raise the 

rail to be 42” tall from the foot-hold and reduce the spacing of the horizontal bars of the rail to be less 
than 3” apart. Although we were planning on renovating the bathrooms outside of the church, the City of 
Dana Point is requiring that it be completed within six months. 
 
A few things worth noting: 
 

The corpus on the cross is the same corpus that was in our church before the renovations. 
The Stations of the Cross are the same Stations but refinished and reframed. As noted in the February 
15th bulletin, we will be acquiring a statue of the Holy Family. It will be placed in the niche where the stat-
ue of Our Lady of Guadalupe is temporarily standing. In addition, I will be looking into the possibility of 
having a statue of Mary and Joseph placed in the alcoves where the projection screen are located.

La pila bautismal será terminada en una semana. 
Las tapas de el sistema de ventilación llegarán esta 
semana. El vidrio para el retablo ya esta listo, y espe-
ramos que sea instalado a mediados del mes de abril. 
Como estaba programado desde el inicio, el taber-
náculo y la cruz procesional estarán listos en junio. 
 

 
La ciudad y el Código Federal nos obligan a 
realizar los siguientes cambios y / o mejoras 
dentro de los próximos seis meses: 
 
El barandal de la planta alta donde se sienta el coro se 
tendrá que elevar un poco. De acurdo con el código 

de la cuidad esto requiere que el barandal este a 42" de altura y reducir la separación de las barras hori-
zontales  para que tengan menos de 3" de separación entre cada una. A pesar de que estábamos planeando 
renovar los baños de fuera de la iglesia, la ciudad de Dana Point requiere que esto sea en un periodo de 
seis meses. 
 
Un par de cosas a tener en cuenta: 
 

El corpus en la cruz es el mismo corpus que había en la iglesia antes de la renovación. 
Las Estaciones del Via Crusis son las mismas, solo que barnizadas y se les puso un marco mas grande  
alrededor. Como lo señale en el boletín del 15 de febrero, vamos comprar una estatua de la Sagrada Fami-
lia. Será colocada en el nicho donde la estatua de Nuestra Señora de Guadalupe esta temporalmente. Ade-
más, voy a buscar la posibilidad de tener una estatua de María y José se colocaran en las alcobas donde se 
encuentran la pantallas de proyección.
