A wonderful custom called "Las Posadas” is celebrated by many Mexicans and Mexican Americans. The word
posada means "inn" or "shelter" in Spanish, and these celebrations recreate Mary and Joseph's search for a place to
stay in Bethlehem. Posadas are held on each of the nine nights leading up to Christmas, December 16 to 24" and
are said to represent the nine months that Jesus spent in Mary's womb, or alternatively, to represent nine days
journey to Bethlehem.

The Posadas take place for nine nights beginning December 16 through December 24th. The first night, Friday,
December |6th, the Posada will be held in St. Edward Church at 6:30 p.m. and will be followed by the Pastorella
(Christmas Play) and a reception in Knight Hall.
