On 
Saturday, Sept. 24 we left on a bus from St. Edward at 5:00 a.m. and at 5:00 p.m. we handed off the keys to the fami-
ly’s new free & clear home!  
 
The family who received the keys for this house had waited 17 years and was working with Corazon in Mexico. The 
location of their new home was not just any address; it was next door to their daughter.  Corazon and St. Edward 
Parish made this family’s dream come true!
