As you know, the three main Lenten practices are fasting, prayer and almsgiving.  Of these 
three, almsgiving is the one we cannot do alone since there must be someone else who 
receives what we are giving.  Is it hard for you to find a person to receive what you have to 
give?   
 
I think one of the most convenient ways to fulfill our Lenten call to give alms is to contribute 
to the Pastoral Services Appeal.  The funds given to this appeal are used to help others: the 
deaf community; seminarian education; ongoing formation for priests; tuition assistance for 
underprivileged students who wish to attend Catholic schools; and ministry to those who are 
in prison.  So far, approximately 400 families in our parish have participated in this appeal.  Since we have 
approximately 6,300 registered families in the parish, this means that approximately 6% of our families have 
participated.  I would like to appeal to the remaining 94% of our parish.  Please join in the almsgiving! 
 
I am very grateful to the families who have participated so far in the PSA; their generosity is inspiring.  But if the 
remaining 94% would give even a small amount each, the results would be awesome.  PSA envelopes are still available 
in the church pews and in the parish office.  You can still participate online at http://stedward.com/psa/.  I hope and 
pray that we will improve our participation in this appeal.  Now is the time to join in the almsgiving.  The reward will 
literally be out of this world!
