As we embark on what is to be a tremendous year of growth, learning and opportunities, 
we wanted to share with our Parishioners our vision for the upcoming school year and 
how our learners, faculty and parents are serving as models of Christ, bearers of the Light, 
and purveyors of hope. Each week, we will be highlighting a faculty member, a class, a stu-
dent or a program so that you can have a greater understanding of the school and its role 
in our faith-filled community. 
  
Our theme for the 2017-2018 academic year is Use Your Gifts to Transform the World. With this in mind, we will 
support each learner in discovering his or her God-given gifts so that they can share them with others.   
  
Some of the highlights for our year include: 

Departmentalized Platoon Schedule for Lower School - We now have three homerooms for learners in 
1st through 4th grade. The learners rotate as a unit between classes, enabling our teachers to teach to their 
instructional strengths as experts in two content areas versus teaching as a “jack of all trades.”   

Creation Studio - We converted our Digital Literacy Lab into a classroom space and opened a Creation Studio 
adjacent to our Monarch TV studio to enable instructional video production and a more flexible digital litera-
cy space.   

Stewardship Awareness - Each grade will host month-long stewardship drives. Sometimes these appeals will 
involve simple prayer and sometimes they will involve sacrifice and service. These appeals will link to the Li-
turgical calendar and Diocesan celebrations such as Respect Life Month, Advent or Lent. Stewardship will 
permeate all that we do as we wish to model Christ-like compassion towards others. 

 
We also would like to thank you for your continued support and prayers. Our record-high enrollment is due in large 
part to the strength of our faith-filled community, and you are an integral part of that. We ask for your continued 
prayers as we educate our learners to Use Your Gifts to Transform the World, spreading the joy and blessings of 
our Heavenly Father to this Parish and beyond.
