With the arrival of cold and flu season, concerns 
naturally are raised about health 
and well-being. Common sense 
and basic hygiene are the best way 
to limit the spread of flu and cold. 
In Christian charity, please stay 
home when sick. It is not a sin to miss Mass because 
you are sick or taking care of someone who is sick. 
Stay home and return to Church when you are well. If 
you are concerned about being ill or being next to 
someone you suspect is ill,  it is not necessary for you 
to hold hands during the Our Father or to shake 
hands for the Sign of Peace. You can make a simple 
gesture such as a smile or a bow of the head with the 
words "Peace be with you" to show the mutual charity 
celebrated in this part of the liturgy.

Saturday, February 9th 

  
 

On Saturday, February 9th immediately 
following the closing prayer of the 8:15 a.m. 

Mass, the priests will administer the 
Sacrament of the Sick by anointing those 

who suffer from serious physical or mental 
illness that is either life-debilitating or life-

threatening.   
 

 A person does not have to be dying to 
receive this sacrament. “Hence as soon as 

anyone of the faithful begins to be in danger 
of death from sickness or old age, the fitting 

time for him (or her) to receive this 
sacrament has certainly already 

arrived.”  (CCC1514)  
 

The Sacrament of the 
Anointing of the Sick is 
administered to bring 

spiritual and even physical 
strength to those who are
